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New standard of care to manage anaphylaxis will save lives

Australia has introduced a national clinical care standard to ensure prompt treatment and continuity of patient care for people who have experienced a severe allergic reaction.

Developed by the Australian Commission on Safety and Quality in Health Care, the new standard has been welcomed by consumers and clinicians working across healthcare settings, including emergency medicine, paramedicine, general practice, immunology and allergic disease.

The Acute Anaphylaxis Clinical Care Standard describes the optimal standard of clinical care for patients experiencing anaphylaxis and recommends priority areas for clinicians managing treatment. 

More than 11,500 Australians present to emergency departments with anaphylaxis each year, and this figure is rising. The standard addresses gaps in patient care, such as ensuring timely treatment with adrenaline and strengthening the process for handover of care along the patient journey.
